In addition to offering advice, Flagler will also promote "The Self-Publishing Symposium: Strategies for Success," a full-day seminar for authors, independent publishers, small press owners and others interested in the self-publishing industry. Aspicomm Media and C&B Books Distribution will present the symposium on Saturday, October 22, 2005, 8 a.m.-5 p.m. at Hofstra University's Student Center.
